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Isaiah
[.  Luke 4:16-32.
A. JESUS READS IN THE SYNAGOGUE.

1. After Jesus’ baptism he “was led by the Spirit into the wilderness, being forty days
tempted of the devil” (Luke 4:1). Having put the devil to flight, “Jesus returned in the
power of the Spiritinto Galilee” (Luke 4:14). Within the region of Galilee are two cities
that rise to prominence: Nazareth and Capernaum. Nazareth was the home of
Joseph the carpenter and the city of Jesus’ childhood years. Capernaum was the city
which Jesus called home during his preaching ministry after leaving Nazareth.

2. ltis in Nazareth were Jesus, “as his
custom was,” “went into the Lok
synagogue on the sabbath day, and ——
stood up for to read.”

3. Synagogue worship involved reading “’WT: ﬁiﬁ"ﬂﬂr s Yo% e
scripture and then giving a o g doh iy i ¥
meaning . One would first stand and
then he would be given a book (a roll)
by the synagogue attendant. After the
reading, you were to sit down and give
the meaning. When Jesus stood up,
he was given the roll of Esaias. He
then “opened the book” (unrolled the
roll) and he found the place where it
was written, “the Spirit of the Lord is
upon me ...” This passage Is what is Isaiah Scroll 100 B.C.
known to us today as Isaiah 6 1.

4.  One can only imagine what must have been going through the minds of those who

heard him read as he read this passage full of first person pronouns. He read, “the
Spirit of the Lord was upon ME . . . he hath anointed ME . . . he hath sent ME.” After
his reading he “closed the book (rolled the roll), and he gave it again to the minister,
and sat down.” We are then told that the eyes of all those in the synagogue were
“fastened on him.” The word translated fastened (ATENIZO) comes from a root word
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meaning “to stretch, STRAIN.” W.E. Vine’s Expository Dictionary says, “It always has
a strongly intensive meaning.” It is found twelve times in the writings of Luke. The
use of this word pictorially describes the scene; we can almost see the eyes of those
who heard Jesus stretching out and gazing at him.

With them all gazing at him, Jesus all too clearly brings the words of the prophet into
proper focus when he says, “this day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.” Jesus’
teaching on this passage is that it applied to him. But those in the synagogue knew
Jesus, for he was the carpenter’s son. This made it difficult for them to believe. Jesus
anticipates their response by saying, “ye will surely say unto me this prov erb,
Physician, heal thyself.” The proverb “Physician, heal thyself,” says that if one
claims to be a physician, then he should prove it by healing himself. Jesus, however,
tells them that he will not do the works among them that he did in Capernaum.
“And all they in the synagogue, when they heard these things, w ere fille d with
wrath.” They threw Jesus out of Nazareth and took him to the brow of the hill to “cast
him down headlong.” The word “brow” (OPHROS) translates as “eyebrow” and has
reference to “a ridge with an overhanging bank.” Jesus, however, escapes from them
and returns to Capernaum.

B. WHAT DOES THE PASSAGE MEAN?

1.

The dramatic setting of Christ's reading will likely be that which most of us will
remember while the reading itself will be forgotten; but let us direct our attention to
what Je sus read on that sabbath day.

Let us note first the historical background. As we have already mentioned, the

passage which he read was taken from Isaiah 61. Isaiah prophecied of Babylonia

captivity, yet, in this passage we are told that God’s people, while in bondage, should
not despair for God will deliver them from their captors. But as with may prophecies,
the words are also applied to the work of Christ, our great deliverer.

In the passage we find:

a. He was anointed to preach the gospel to the poor. In the sermon on the
mount Jesus said, “blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of
heaven.” Because he was anointed, the Spirit was upon him. It appears that
Christ was anointed with the Spirit himself while the prophets, priests, and kings
in the Old Testament were anointed with oil (1 Kings 19:16; Exodus 29:7;28:41;
30:30; 1 Samuel 9:16). Thus, those who were set apart for the service of the
Lord were called the Lord’s anointed (1 Samuel 2:10,35; 12:3,5; 16:6; 24:6,10;
26:9,11,16,23; 2 Samuel 1:14, 16; Psalm 2:2; 18:50; 84:9; Isaiah 45:1). On
preaching to the poor note: Matthew 5:3; 11:5; 19:21; Mark 10:21; 12:42; Luke
7:22; 14:13.

b. He hath sent me to heal the broken hearted. The broken hearted in Isaiah
were those who had lost their homeland, those who were unable to worship their
God at the temple, those who were in captivity.

c. To preach deliverance to the captiv es. This figure was originally applicable to
those who were in captivity in Babylon. Ephesians 4:8 “Wherefore he saith,
When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and gave gifts unto
men.” 2 Timothy 2:26.

d. Andrecovering of s ight to the blind (Matthew 9:27; 11:5; 12:22, etc.).

e. To set at liberty them that are bruise d or press ed. It means those who are
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pressed down by great calamity, or whose hearts are pressed or bruised by the
consciousness of sin. To set them at liberty is the same as to free them from
this pressure, or to give them consolation.

f.  To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. The “acceptable year” or “year of
acceptance,” is a space of time during which God would be pleased to accept
such as would repent and turn to him. Itis, of course, not intended to limit the
space to a “year.” [Luke 14:17; Romans 13:11; 2 Corinthians 6:2]

.  “BEGINNING AT THE SAME SCRIPTURE . .. PREACHED UNTO HIM JESUS” (ACTS 8).
Philip “began at the same scripture” (Isaiah 53). This is a prophecy about the coming
Messiah. It tells us:

That he would have no form nor comeliness.

He would be bruised for our iniquities.

He would be brought as a lamb to the slaughter.

Since Philip taught “Jesus” from this passage, he must have (by logical implication)
explained to the Ethiopian that Jesus was the one about whom Isaiah was talking.

WHAT DID PHILIP'S BIBLE TEACH ABOUT JESUS? From the prophet Isaiah Philip
taught that Jesus was the Messiah that died for the sins of man.

THE TIME AND PLACE OF HIS COMING - Isaiah 2:2-3 And it shall come to pass
in the last days, that the mountain of the Lord's house shall be established in the top
of the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow unto
it.

A SPECIAL CHILD TO BE BORN - Isaiah 9:6 For unto us a child is born, unto us
a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall
be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince
of Peace.

BORN OF A VIRGIN - Isaiah 7:14 Therefore the Lord himself shall give you a sign;
Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and shall call his name Immanuel.
HIS WORK AND PURPOSE - Isaiah 61:1-2 The spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me;
because the LORD hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath
sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the
opening of the prison to them that are bound; 2 To proclaim the acceptable year of
the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;
SILENT IN SUFFERING - Isaiah 53:7 He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet
he opened not his mouth: he is brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep
before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth.

CRUCIFIED WITH THIEVES - Isaiah 53:12 Therefore will | divide him a portion with
the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out
his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the
sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors.

Notice that Philip BEGAN at the same scripture. Thayer tells us that ARCHO (begin)
followed by APO (from) is used “of the terminus from which” and is used of “any
succession of things or persons,” (page 58). This indicates that he moved on to other
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passages. Again, this is likened to the preaching of Paul when we are told, “he mightily
convinced the Jews, and that publick ly, shewing by the scriptures (the Old
Testament) that Jes us was Christ ” (Acts 18:28).

D. WHAT DID THE EUNUCH LEARN?

1.

We are not told how long the teaching continued, or of the number of other questions
which the Eunuch asked concerning the teaching, but, when “they came unto a
certain water,” the Ethiopian said, “see, here is water; what doth hinder me to be
baptized?”

The logical extension of teaching Jesus' death is to teach baptism. Baptism is our way
of entering into the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus (Romans 6). Philip must
have taught baptism or the Ethiopian would not have known to ask to be baptized.
